| believe that what we are seeing goes
well beyond earthly politics. God’s Word
predicts how the nations will be aligned
against Jerusalem in the end times.

What is the significance of Jerusalem? It
is where God commanded Abraham to
bind Isaac for a sacrifice; it is where Da-
vid was inspired to build the Temple and
where Solomon carried out the plans. It
is where Jesus walked the streets, tou-
ched lives, was crucified, buried and re-
surrected. Perhaps most of all, it is where
He will return one dqy. Jerusalem is the
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religious center of Israel, and it is where
the government of Israell the judiciary,
the prime minister, the Knesset and the
parliament all meet.

As Jews for Jesus relentlessly pursues
God’s plan for the salvation of the Jewish
people, we recognize that Jerusalem
is a big part of that plan. For eighteen
years we’ve been reaching out to every
city around the world where more than
25,000 Jewish people live. Jerusalem is
the final city and the most comprehen-
sive of all outreaches in this strategy and
we really covet your prayers as it is co-
ming very soon!

We are compelled by the words of Isaiah:
“For Zion’s sake | will not hold My pea-
ce, and for Jerusalem’s sake | will not
rest, until her righteousness goes forth as
brightness, and her salvation as a lamp
that burns” (Isaiah 62:1).

Zion is mentioned 150 times in Scripture.
The etymology of the word is uncertain
(linguists argue its meaning could be “dry

place,” “brook” or “castle”!) But there
is no doubt that biblically speaking,
Zion is a place—the city of David, Je-
rusalem!

Jerusalem is the most contested
ground on the planet with at least
30 wars fought over her throughout
history. Why has Zion always been a
center of controversy? Because God
has placed His name there and it is
therefore ground zero for the spiritual
conflict of the ages.

Isaiah assures us that ultimately God
will rejoice over Jerusalem the way a
groom rejoices over his bride. What
an amazing metaphor! Further, God’s
promise to restore Jerusalem is not
just for her sake, or for His own joy,
but for the salvation of the nations.
The world will see what God has done
for Jerusalem and give praise to God.
And just as God raised up lIsaiah to
speak out this good news, He is raising
up people He calls watchmen to join
in “giving the Lord no rest” until He
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fulfills all His promises to Zion (lsaiah
62:6-7).

| believe God has called Jews for Jesus
to be watchmen for Zion today, and |
believe He is inviting you to join us in
this through prayer. Together we must
not be silent. Together we must not
give the Lord rest “until He establishes
and makes Jerusalem a praise in the
earth” (Isaiah 62:7).

Friends, this is the gospel—the death,
burial and resurrection of Jesus. What
God is saying to Jerusalem He is also
saying to all of us. He loves us. He va-
lues us. He wants to welcome and res-
tore us, and give us hope for a bright
future—not because we deserve it
but because that’s the kind of God He
is. The bad things that happen in Je-
rusalem and elsewhere point out just
why God sent Jesus to die in that very
city so long ago. He loves and intends
to restore us to a life of flourishing
now and in the future.

The big event that many churches now
commemorate as “Pentecost Sunday”
occurred on the Jewish Feast of Sha-
vuot. Remember how Jesus told His
disciples to wait in Jerusalem and
promised them Holy Spirit power to
bring the gospel from Jerusalem to the
ends of the earth (Acts 1)?

God had the perfect strategy—to ful-
fill that promise on Pentecost. Pente-
cost is a harvest festival, and it's one
of three pilgrimage feasts that God
commanded the Jewish people to ob-
serve in Jerusalem. That's why Jew-
ish people who had been scattered
far and wide were in Jerusalem when
Jesus’ promise was fulfilled in that up-
per room. That's why the Holy Spirit
empowered the disciples to explain
the gospel in languages they’d never
spoken, languages that were spoken
by those who'd travelled from afar to
celebrate this feast.

As we prepare to reach Jerusalem,
we too depend on the power of the
Holy Spirit. We’ll have mainly Hebrew
speakers on this campaign, but we’ll

also have those who speak other lan-
guages, including Russian, English,
French and German.

This year, Shavuot begins at sundown
on Saturday May 19 and ends at sun-
down, Monday the 21st. There are not
Shavuot greeting cards as such, but you
can always wish your Jewish friends
a gut yontif (rhymes with “good lawn
tip”), which means “good holiday.” Mod-
ern Israelis say “Hag s’'meach” rather
than ‘gut yontif’. It's a language thing
we will talk about in issues to come.
Unless your friend happens to be

more religious than most, she or he
might not even realize that it is Sha-
vuot. But you may raise some curi-
osity by giving a holiday greeting. If
asked, you might say something like,
“I'm interested in Shavuot because
in a way, the Christian church was
birthed from this holiday.”

The founder of our ministry, Moishe
Rosen, made his public profession of
faith in Jesus on Pentecost Sunday in
1953. His “graduation” (to heaven)
was on the Jewish festival of Pentecost
eight years ago, on May 19!
